The concert was very good.  It flowed really well but went too quickly!  The other performers at the concert were excellent as well.  The theatre itself was absolutely gorgeous.

A short Rundown of the Concert:

· Dovid Stein starts by singing 1 song.  He was ok.

· The Chevra sing a couple songs.
· Srully Williger comes out and sings a couple of his songs including HaKadosh Baruch Hu Chesed.

· YBC comes out and begins with Shabichi!  The crowd was very excited!
· They sing a couple songs including Veohavta, In a Song, Booraich, and Lemaan Daas and then it's time for Intermission.
· The Chevra come out to sing again.  Their last song was Y’hei.  They had the whole crowd singing.  One of the guys of the Chevra walked around the theatre with a microphone and allowed audience members to sing.  A video camera followed him, taping the people who sung.
